








A. Children’s dachshund purse
B. Women’s makeup purse

MATERIALS
- 20 cm fine cord (A) or printed
  velveteen (B) for purse exterior
- 20 cm printed cotton fabric for lining
- 20 cm fusible batting, Vlieseline® H 640
- zipper, length 20 cm
- 4 plastic beads with large holes
- 20 cm satin ribbon, width 4 mm
For appliqué, design A:
- piece of printed brown cotton fabric
- 15 cm double-sided fusible web,
   Vlieseline® Vliesofix
- 15 cm tear-away backing,
   Vlieseline® Stickvlies
Design B:
- 7 cm ribbon trim, width 10…15 mm

PATTERN PIECES
1 purse panel 2+2
2  shoulder strap, design A 1
3  dog appliqué

CUTTING
Purse exterior: Cut two purse exterior panels
from fine cord or velveteen, adding 1 cm seam
allowances to edges of panels. Design A: Cut
4 cm x 60 cm strip from fine cord for shoulder
strap.
Lining: Cut two purse lining panels from
printed cotton fabric, adding 5 mm seam
allowance to edges of lining panels.
Batting: Cut two purse panels from fusible
batting without adding seam allowances.

SEWING
Construction techniques: Stitch seams with
straight stitch. No seam finish is necessary as
the purse is fully lined.
Dog appliqué, design A: Trace dog motif
from pattern sheet on paper backing of double-
sided fusible web. Iron fusible web onto wrong
side of brown cotton fabric and cut dog shape
out along its outlines. Remove paper backing
of fusible web and fuse dog shape to right side
of one of the purse panels cut from fine cord.
Pin piece of tear-away backing to wrong side
of purse panel under appliqué shape. Stitch dog
shape in place close to edge either with
reinforced straight stitch or narrow short zigzag
stitch. Remove tear-away backing gently from
wrong side of purse panel.
Cut out pieces for dog’s ear: cut outside piece
from appliqué fabric and underside piece from
purse lining fabric, adding 5 mm seam
allowances. Stitch ear pieces together with
narrow seam allowances and leave small opening
for turning. Trim seam allowances and turn ear
right side out. Turn seam allowances along
opening for turning to inside and topstitch
around ear close to edge, closing opening at
the same time. Stitch ear in place along its top
edge.
Batting: Iron batting panels onto wrong side
of purse exterior panels (cut from fine cord
or velveteen).
Shoulder strap, design A: Fold shoulder
strap strip in half lengthwise and press fold in
the middle of strip. Turn seam allowances on
each long edge in and stitch edges together.
Cut ends of shoulder strap diagonally, so that
when stitched in place, shoulder strap extends
from top edge of purse in the direction of
fabric grain. Machine-baste shoulder strap to
edge of purse exterior panel with appliqué as
marked on pattern.
Ribbon trim, design B: Turn seam allowance

at each end of ribbon trim to wrong side and
stitch trim to one of the purse exterior panels
as marked on pattern.
Joining: Pin one zipper half to top edge of one
of the purse exterior panels, placing it between
pattern marks with its right side against right
side of purse panel, and stitch it in place using
zipper foot. Stitch the other zipper half to the
other purse exterior panel in the same way.
Open zipper. Pin and stitch one lining panel to
zipper, with its right side against wrong side of
zipper. Pin and stitch the other lining panel to
zipper in the same way. The zipper has now
been stitched between the purse exterior and
lining. Leave zipper open.
Pin and stitch purse exterior panels together,
starting stitching at bottom end of zipper and
finishing at its top end, at the point where
stitching that attaches zipper starts. The shoulder
strap is now between the purse exterior panels.
Pin purse lining panels together, right sides
facing, and stitch them together, starting from
bottom end of zipper and finishing at its top
end; leave 8 cm wide opening for turning at
bottom edge of lining. Turn purse right side out
and make sure that zipper closes properly. Pull
bottom edge of lining out, stitch opening for
turning and push lining in place inside purse.
If you wish, topstitch top edge of purse close
to zipper.
Finishing: Thread beads onto each end of
satin ribbon and tie tight knots at ribbon ends.
Thread satin ribbon through zipper pull tab.
